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During the Anglo Saxon period, monks and some poets based their stories and poems on Christianity. Although many stories and poems might not speak directly about how the stories come from the Bible, many of the events in them relate to it. The story of Beowulf is one of those stories. Dramatic events and actions that occur in Beouwulf’s life can be related or compared to the events that can be expressed in the Bible.
