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“The Passionate Sheppard to His Love” and “The Nymph’s Reply to the Sheppard” are two very powerful and different poems. Both Marlowe and Raleigh have different opinions or images in the poems. They both express there feelings for one another, the male and the female.  The image of “The Passionate Sheppard to His Love” refers to a man asking to be with a lady he is madly in love with, unlike the image in “The Nymph’s Reply to the Sheppard” in which the lady expresses his question by slapping the man in the face with words that turn him down.

Throughout the poem “The Nymph’s Reply to the Sheppard” the woman expressing her feelings to the man uses many items or objects to express how she feels about him such as, “ the flowers do fade, and wanton fields/ to wayward winter reckoning yields.” This saying expresses that her love for him is like a flower in the field dying because of winter coming near. Their relationship is the flower and it would not last because winter makes flowers die. Mainly she is stating that she doesn’t want to be with him.
Another point the woman expressing her feelings for the man is saying is she is trying to get across to him that she might be with him if they were younger. In the quote “ then these delights my mind might move/ to live with thee and be thy love,” the woman here is expressing that she might if in her right mind come and live with him and love him. The main point in this section of the poem she talks about how her love was hardly ever there for him because she wasn’t attracted to him in that way and she wasn’t wanting him as her love.
Finally many examples of her love for him are expressed in this poem. The image of feelings she has for him expressed in this final quote, “ All these in me no means can move/ to come to thee and be thy love.” The final example quote expresses that by no chance in her life will she ever go to him and love him. She can not love him.

In conclusion both “ The Passionate Sheppard to His Love” and “ The Nymph’s Reply to the Sheppard’ have different images of love. The authors express their feelings from different sides in both poems. The woman’s main point is that she does not love him and wants to move on with her life leaving him behind. Many images of feelings and expressions are introduced in these two poems.
