I made two different paintings.  One of them is a landscape of trees and a dirt walkway.  The other is a painting of an island with a palm tree on it and the ocean in the background.


I used different techniques for my two paintings.  One technique I used was perception.  In the dirt walkway picture I used perception to show that some trees were farther away than others.  Also, I made it look like the walkway vanished as if you could walk straight into the picture.


In my other painting I used that one dude’s tree drawing technique.  I used a paintbrush that reminded me of a palm tree and found a good color for palm tree leaves.  For the trunk of the tree I tried to find a paintbrush that resembled the bark of a tree.


For my third technique I moved the horizon up higher so that I could include more detail.  By doing this it allowed more room on the painting so that I could paint more things on there.  This could also aloud more clutter if you don’t do it right, but I think mine is done right.
