I tried to draw three different pictures using the different techniques showed to us.  I like my picnic and mountain pictures the best.  In my mountain picture I used three different techniques, the first being different brushes.  The brushes I used were speckled one so I could get the illusion that there were rocks and grass on my picture.  The focal point that I used was an opening in the mountain that had a light.
