The name of the game is Mystery Person, and it’s based off of guess who.  The story line with the game is that a man has been murdered and you’re the police officer, trying to catch the murderer.  Your character has compiled a list of 50 suspects; all of them look completely different.  The ghost of the man comes to see you one day.  He knows what his murderer looks like, but doesn’t know which one it is.  So, that’s when the game play begins.  Your job is to guess which suspect killed him by guessing physical features about the murderer.

The game play works just like guess who.  You have 50 pictures in front of you of different people, with the ghost of the man looking at you from behind the pictures.  You have a drop down box below you with 100 different possible physical features.  You select your guesses from the drop down menu, and the ghost tells you if your guess is right or not.  The guesses are all yes or no questions, so you might ask if he has brown hair, and the ghost would tell you either yes or no.  You only get 10 questions though, and one guess.  If you don’t get it in that much, or if you guess wrong, you lose.  If you get it right, you win and the murderer gets arrested.  Every time you play, a random number generator decides who’s guilty of the murder.
